A full day workshop, participants are
invited to submit an outline of their idea, and the best ten will be selected to take
part in a second day of one-on-one strategy development within the group setting.

On Saturday 10" of July at the Astor, Author Jim Morton will be providing a free
education about the history and culture of the strangest and most visionary films ever
produced, touching on sexploitation, grindhouse, and discordant horror movies.

The second weekend of RevCon offers in-depth looks at the state of the independent
and Australian film industries.
